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Associate Professor Pasco is an experienced epidemiologist and Head of the Barwon Epidemiology and Biostatistics Unit based at the Geelong Hospital, Barwon Health. She has a background in biochemistry, body composition assessment and analytical epidemiology. 
Associate Professor Pasco accepted the position in 1992 as coordinator of the Geelong Osteoporosis Study, a study originally designed to describe the health burden of osteoporosis and identify risk factors for fragility fracture. A/Prof Pasco is now a lead investigator for the Geelong Osteoporosis Study. 
Over the past two decades the Geelong Osteoporosis Study has produced credible data addressing these issues and has continued to prospectively document comprehensive clinical and environmental data for large contemporary cohorts of young, middle-aged and elderly men and women, producing a unique dataset for investigating a range of health disorders.

Associate Professor Pasco has published widely in national and international peer-reviewed journals and is a regular reviewer for specialised Musculoskeletal and general Medical journals. She is a reviewer for NHMRC Project Grants and served on the NHMRC Musculoskeletal GRP in 2009. Associate Professor Pasco supervises PhD, Masters and Honours students. 
Over recent years, she has presented data at a number of national and international conferences including the 20th Annual Scientific Meeting of the Australian and New Zealand Bone and Mineral Society (ANZBMS, Adelaide, Australia, 2010), the 17th Scientific Meeting of the International Bone and Mineral Society (IBMS, Quebec, Canada, 2007), the International Osteoporosis Foundation-World Congress on Osteoporosis-10th European Congress on Clinical and Economic Aspects of Osteoporosis and Osteoarthritis (IOF-WCO-ECCEO10, Florence, Italy, 2010), the 17th Annual Scientific Meeting of the Australian and New Zealand Obesity Society (ANZOS, Melbourne, Australia, 2009), the 3rd Australian and New Zealand Falls Prevention Conference (ANZFP, Melbourne, Australia, 2008), the 13th International Congress of the International Federation of Psychiatric Epidemiology (IFPE, Kaohsiung, Taiwan, 2011) and the Australasian Society for Psychiatric Research (ASPR, Canberra, Australia, 2009). 
A/Prof Pasco received the ANZBMS Kaye-Ibberston Award on Metabolic Bone Disease in 2006, the Smart Geelong Network Research and Learning Expo Researcher of the Year in Population Health and Well-Being (sponsored by St John of God Pathology-Pathcare), and overall runner-up (sponsored by CSIRO), in 2006, as well as the Partnership Award (sponsored by Deakin University) in 2007.
