Australian research revealing the truth about our bones 
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This Friday, September 30, leading health experts will

release research revealing the state of our nation’s bone health, with almost one-in-three Australian adults living with brittle bones,1 and many unaware of the contributing risk factors.2 

New findings from the Geelong Osteoporosis Study, just published in the Medical Journal of Australia, demonstrate the magnitude of Australians living with osteoporosis and its potential precursor, osteopaenia.1
A separate Osteoporosis Australia GP and Consumer Tracking Study will reveal inadequate public awareness of the risk factors for brittle bones and highlight the challenges that GPs face in diagnosing this condition.2
