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Associate Professor Mark Kotowicz is an experienced clinical investigator with 20 years epidemiological and clinical research experience in bone/mineral and metabolism.

His research activities have focused on the pathophysiology, epidemiology and treatment of osteoporosis. 
Trained in osteoporosis epidemiology by Prof LJ Melton III at the Mayo Clinic and Foundation, A Prof Kotowicz was one of two full-time clinical academics appointed to the first regional academic department established in Victoria, the University of Melbourne’s Department of Medicine at The Geelong and St Vincent’s Hospitals in 1991. An independent department was established 2001 with the Department of Clinical & Biomedical Sciences: Barwon Health, supporting epidemiological, clinical research and basic laboratory research.  
In 2011, A Prof Kotowicz joined the Deakin University School of Medicine, where he is Deputy Director of the Department of Medicine at Barwon Health. He has been the lead investigator of the Geelong Osteoporosis Study since its inception in 1994 and has been an investigator on numerous clinical trials in osteoporosis treatment, Paget’s disease of bone and diabetes mellitus. He is the Director of the Geelong Bone Density Service and Heads the Clinical Trials Unit of the Department of Medicine at Barwon Health.  

A Prof Kotowicz chairs the Professional Affairs Committee and is a member of the Therapeutics Committee of the Australian and New Zealand Bone and Mineral Society (ANZBMS).  He is a reviewer for NHMRC Project Grants and Fellowships and served on the NHMRC Musculoskeletal GRP in 2007.  He is a regular reviewer for the Journal of Bone & Mineral Research, Osteoporosis International, Bone, Clinical Endocrinology, Biomedical Central Medical Journal of Australia and the Internal Medical Journal and has joined the editorial board of Clinical Drug Safety.
